    Clear is one of the hottest items in scrapbooking.  It’s 
everywhere. It is cut into fun shapes and used to make quirky 
embellishments.  You can ink it, stamp it, rub on it, and add 
embellishments that hang off the edge. Lauren enjoys stamp-
ing as one of her favorites. 
Lauren says, “From the first moment that I saw the Earth 
Safe Finishes Shimmer Opaque Ruby, I was convinced that it 
would work wonderfully on the black acrylic.”  And right you 
were, Lauren.   
    Here are a few tips and techniques for working with two 
mediums that Lauren has graciously shared with us.  
 
Tip 1: Stamping on Acrylic: Add a coat of paint using a paint-
brush to the stamp. Place stamp on the table. Place acrylic on 
top of stamp and lightly press to make sure that the surface 
has made contact with the stamp.  
 

Tip 2: Oops!!: 
Stamping on acrylic is unlike a porous surface, such as paper.  
Nevertheless, it is still possible to get a very clean image 
from a detailed stamp. Try not to apply too much paint on the 
stamp.  Too much - just wipe off the excess from the acrylic 
with a bit of warm water and a soft cloth.  
 

Tip 3: Sealing Acrylic Paint on Acrylic: 
Seal the paint to the acrylic when it has dried.  Use either 

Gloss or Matte.  Laruen chose Generation Green Polyurethane 

Gloss.
